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mind. As in the previous 19
years of ministry, the
ministry of Teen Mother
Choices looked different in
January of 2008 compared to
December 31, 2008.

In February, two teenage
mothers involved with the
Antioch office graduated out
of the program. Both young
women realized that being

teenage mother involved in
that office.

In
the summer the Board of
Directors completed the
paperwork to change our
fiscal year from the regular
calendar year to a fiscal year

that started in July and

ended in June. In the fall,
Lifeskills Workshops started
again in all three offices! As
the year ended two Board
Members, Brad Davis and
Sharon Stair, resigned and
three more joined; Kay Doll
(representing the Gurnee
office), Dave Costello
(representing the Arlington
Heights office) and Linda
Carroll (representing the
Antioch office). As you read
through this Annual Report
and the articles written by
our staff, my prayer is that
you too will see that, through
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Teen Mother Choices is
faithfully moving forward.
